 1 bottle of BIODEGRADABLE cold water soap 
(Woolite)

 1 laundry bag with your name clearly marked

 3 towels

 1 bathrobe

 2 washcloths

 1 comb and brush

 1 or 2 toothbrushes and toothpaste

 1 face soap* and container

 shampoo* [BIODEGRADABLE] 

 1 flashlight

 2 sets batteries

 pens and pencils

 2 yards colourful fabric to decorate "monument" (2 
shelf orange crate)

 thumb tacks, rope, clothes-pins

 tampons or sanitary pads

 sunglasses [UV protective]

Nature Clean, a Canadian company, 
carries “Au Naturelle” Herbal Shampoo and Conditioner which are biodegradable.  www.naturecleanliving.com 
NOTES:  Please do not bring trunks or foot-lockers to camp as a large cedar sea-chest is provided for each camper.  iPods, jewelry, cell 
phones and valuables must be left at home.  If your daughter wears glasses it is a good idea to send along an extra pair.  As canoe 
tripping is one of our major activities some old clothes ("trip clothes") are advisable. All items are to fit into the Duffel Bag and Trip Pack.
At Camp Birthday (August 18th) first generation campers wear navy blue sweaters, second generation red shirts, third green, and fourth 
yellow, along with white or light coloured shorts or slacks.
